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	Sound Recording Tax Credit Increase

On July 10, 2007, Governor Blanco signed into law Act 368, which amended Louisiana’s tax credit law for sound recording projects.  The new law, effective July 1, raises the available tax credit to 25% for all sound recording investments in excess of $15,000.  For example, if you spend $20,000 in a sound recording venture or infrastructure project – recording an album, recording a concert, renovating a studio – you could apply for and possibly receive $5000 in tax credits.  The credits are fully deductible from your state tax liability, and if the credits exceed your taxes owed you receive a cash refund.
